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This all still so far doesn't address the "injustice" of the biggies (e.g., atrocities, genocide, mass
murder, etc.), but I think we're getting there and, rest assured, I'mma gonna circle back around
to all that before we're done with this thread.

For now, I like where my head is ending up for 34 & 35... Until I start thinking again. We'll see.
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
