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Don: You are certainly right that the Biblical version is entitled to no more credibility than the
rest of their assertions. This part of the conversation called to mind another source that would
be difficult to believe, the Jewish version, in which the Romans were not involved at all. But I
give this version credit for being a lot more colorful, with magic words, flying contests, etc:
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
