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Well yes that is a good incentive, but also it's probably desirable to have people be
straightforward in admitting what they have and have not read  There's certainly a point in
life when most of us had never read any of these and that's nothing to be embarrassed about.

And when I set up the poll I specifically made sure to check the post that allows people to
change their answers, so the expectation is that the answers do in fact change over time!

Plus it's probably not nearly as embarrassing to admit that someone hasn't read some of these
as it is for me to have gone through almost the complete Lucretius podcast never having read
Sedley's "Lucretius and the Transformation of Greek Wisdom!"
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
