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By the way- I've finally finished the episode, and you've greatly shown why Epicureanism isn't a
cult. I think that the boundary between a nice community and a cult isn't that large, and it's
easy to overstep it- but Epicureanism isn't the right candidate for that, in contrast to other
communities (looking at you, Christianity!)

So thank you for taking the time in that episode- I'm not sure how the other members of the
forum perceived it, but for me it was really pleasurable to listen to your answers. Maybe there's
place for both formats- some sort of "questions from the listeners" and text analysis? I think
that both formats have their validity; the one is really helpful in attracting new people, the
other is great in order to understand the philosophy deeper and better.
