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And other than deliberate human actions that cause suffering such as terrorism and war …the
rest is literally nature doing what nature does. Flooding villages, toppling cities with
earthquakes, ravaging with viruses, all totally random, no rhyme nor reason. Just the typical
“behavior” of the universe. No moral discrimination on nature’ part, everyone and anyone can
fall victim to any one of these events without prejudice. It’s all chance…and ultimately however
much responsibility a person wants to feel for the suffering of others in the world is very, very
subjective.
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
