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Those are good arguments to address as well, but in this case I have to very specific cites from
Plato, and from Seneca, that I think show the setup explicitly. I want to let the question run for
a while to see what other responses I get. Of course I may be wrong in suggesting this is third
in importance, but i think it has a claim to that.
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
