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Yep that's another "practical" argument - which reminds me why I reject it, because it is not
compatible with the strict candor that I believe Epicurus displays in everything. That's why I
remain firmly in the camp that he said what he meant and meant what he said - which is a
better way than saying "realist." Because it's really a matter of whether Epicurus was being
truthful or a Platonic noble liar, and I'll never admit the latter.
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
