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Better yet, I acknowledge that my critical political opinions do not keep me from enjoying hot
dogs, hamburgers, family, yard games, and beer on the Fourth of July. Those pleasures do not
need to be justified by ideology to enjoy.

So, I think I get it (given that I'm not just massively projecting my own bubble on Epicurus).
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
