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Sometimes I think my own world is a virtual reality so I don't need another, but the general
space probably bears watching. I have lost track over the last ten or more years of what these
online games really do, but I presume that they are growing increasingly popular.

Maybe then the main use of the thread - to the extent it continues at all - should be to keep an
open dialog on how new technologies and online gaming interactions (not purely discussions
like here) might be adapted to community-building.

I probably should have tagged Charles here too as he might be in closest touch with the latest
developments. And possibly @Nate for both his age and creativity. And I think Onenski is
college or post graduate too.
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
