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I think what you're talking about Godfrey is why DeWitt talks a lot about "faith" in Epicurean
philosophy (if I recall correctly) in which I gather that he's talking about a blend of confidence
based on information that we know to be limited but which we have good reason to think is
sound. So just like a lot of words we have to parse "belief" and even "faith" to be sure exactly
what we mean.

Reminds me of my high school's motto which was Fide sed cui vide which they used to translate
as "have faith but be careful in what"
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
