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With apologies to Don, I have to also note that it opens up the possibility that someone creative
with Latin and in tune with the Eoicurean viewpoint might actually be able to reconstruct the
thrust of what might have been included at the end of Book Six.

Maybe at some point Austin herself could take a stab at it, or even someone like David Sedley
or Martin Ferguson Smith 
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
