On page 237, Dewitt writes: "Metrodorus, a more impetuous individual than the master,
afforded exceptional opportunities to the adversary. In some publication he had written: "The
pleasure of the stomach is the beginning and root of all good, and the things of wisdom and the
refinements of life have their standard of reference in this." (cites to Usener's Epicurea, 409).

However that statement does not seem to be attributed to Metrodorus by other commentators.
