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I like what the translator says about Guyau taking an evolutionary view of any philosophical
system – while recognizing the importance of trying to identify the associated germinal ideas at
the foundation. I would add: a dialectical-evolutionary approach, taking into account multiple
perspectives (a kind of dialectical perspectivism).
