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The image I shared above Pre-Christian Philosophers and Pathfinders of the Way is a
contemporary work based on the frescos at the Holy Monastery of Vatopaidi on Mount Athos in
the style of Orthodox iconography. The Christian artist depicts Socrates, Plato, Aristotle,
Pythagoras, Homer, and others right alongside St. Paul and Justin Martyr. Many Christian
theologians (such as Justin Martyr) have proposed that Plato (for example) went to the Kingdom
of Heaven, and apologized for his heresy as a consequence of being born prior to Christ's
ministry. Not so for Epicurus.
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
