I find myself thinking of one thing that could fall under the rubric of "blessed and imperishable"
is possibly the memory of Epicurus himself, also linking it to "reverence is good for the one
reverencing." Epicurus is dead, neither he nor his memory have anger or gratitude but the
memory still has potency in the world.

Maybe barking up the wrong tree, but I'm trying to find wider application of PD1 within the
literal meaning of the text.
