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A far as comforting or not, the refutation of the fear of the gods and of death is consistently
cited as primary in the philosophy. Those are the first two "doctrines" in Principal Doctrines,
Diogenes of Oenoanda's inscription, the "Vatican Sayings" (ie, The Voice of Epicurus), the first
two lines of the Tetrapharmakos, etc.

Those two doctrines are not necessarily comforting to those who hold tightly to being looked
after by a god and loving eternally with said god.
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
