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Ex.

Fr. 49: ...that Heraclides is [praised] because, deeming the censures for the things that would
be revealed to be less {important} than their benefit, he disclosed to Epicurus his errors.
Polyaenus too was such a man, who indeed,

when A[polloni]des was remiss, [would go] to Epicurus...

Fr. 55: ...and they (present] for frank criticism what concerns themselves in the presence of the
students, to be put before Epicurus and for the sake of correction.
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
