The references to Caesar are entirely
appropriate given the time lapse, but when we talk contemporary politics we are
endangering the purpose of the board to promote Epicurean philosophy rather than to
take sides on modern issues. Rather than my delete that from your post I would
appreciate your editing to remove from "to take a modern example" up to "That's the
person Caesar was too."

I regret asking you to do this because I don't want to sour what appears to me to be
promising commentary you are offering on other issues, but if we lower the bridge an
inch on modern politics then we are going to have an inequitable situation. I hope you
understand that if we play favorites then the purpose of the rule and the objectives of
the board are jeopardized.
