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Added under the second bullet point of the Canonics section:

Diogenes Laertius 31: "Thus in The Canon Epicurus says that the tests of truth are the
sensations and anticipations and the feelings; the Epicureans add to these the intuitive
apprehensions of the mind." Direct perceptions of the mind (phantastikai epibolai tes dianoias)
are mentioned in the Letter to Herodotus [51] and Principal Doctrine #24, but the remaining
texts are unclear as to how direct perceptions of the mind relate to the sensations (aistheseis),
anticipations (prolepseis), and feelings (pathe).
