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I should note that my identification of Jesus could be Mary, but she is usually portrayed in blue
clothes and while she is often depicted in adoration of the Host, she is seldom seen presenting
it.

Why does Achilles look like a woman, you ask? Achilles is usually portrayed as an Ephebos, an
adolescent youth. In one famous episode he actually disguised himself as a maiden.

But bear in mind that all of this is just guesswork on my part.
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
