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I found this thread on Caesar, for additional reference on the other side of the civil war.

I'm also interested to see how Epicureans thought of the Roman Republic and their
commentary on Roman politics as something to add to Epicurean sociopolitical thought, like
with Philodemus' "On the Good King" which highlights Epicurean virtues for a statesman.
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
