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TauPhi, something that comes to mind is that, as Lucretius says, even things in the same room
with us might as well be miles away unless we look at and, to some extent, focus on them.

"...our minds and intelligence straining fixedly towards these images, comes to understand
what is the blessed and eternal nature." (Velleius the Epicurean via Cicero DND 1.19.49)
