Possibility of transcription error? Perhaps it was originally plural.

It seems the use between the plural and the singular was very casual, just as we still have the
casual essential similarity of singular and plural in many statements ("one may say.../people
may say"), ( "an animal acts in order to... /animals act in order to... "). Understating one cow
goes a long way towards understanding cows generally.
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
