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Looking at U41, Usener says the author is uncertain and gives the citation "Vol. Herc. 2, 10.201
fr. 44" and the text "…καὶ ἄλ]ληι κἀν [τῶι Περὶ Ὁ]σιότηιτ[ος, κἀν τῶι] δωδεκάτωι καὶ]
τρεισκα[ιδεκάτωι] Περὶ Φύσε[ως, κἀν τῶι] πρώτω[ι τῶν περὶ] Τιμοκράτους."

I am unable to find the P.Herc. for this quote. Any ideas about finding a source for the text
would be much appreciated.
