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I am part way through Heroes, the second volume of Stephen Fry's Mythos series, and can
heartily recommend them as a good reintroduction to Greek mythology. The audiobooks, read
by Fry himself, are especially pleasant. The work is narrative and not scholarly, but the stories
are good and the author is passionate about then.
