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Joshua : I'm definitely intrigued by the direction you're going. Sedley makes distinctions
between singular and plural, but I don't believe in the way you're proposing. I do think some
translators gloss over the singular/plural in those sections. I'd be curious to dig into the Greek in
those and quantify singulars and plurals.
