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I also got the book recently and read the intro and the first two chapters. I can see this not only
touching upon political philosophy but also meta ethics. Ultimately a type of naturalism/realism
with a strong element of subjectivism/relativism. It's kind of hard to fully describe it our modern
philosophical terms. There's another book published this year that goes into Epicurean justice.

Also going through the podcast's episodes on the New Virtues chapter and the topic of justice
will be interesting to compare.
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
