We've used the term sophism many times in this thread , but as part of writing for the future
it's likely that there is no common understanding among normal people what that term really
means either, other than the vague connotation that the person labeled a Sophist is somehow a
bad person. It's a continual struggle to make all this clear and that's why we ultimately take it
back to the senses and a general description of thinking processes with as little jargon as
possible.
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
