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I think in some respects this text might bear fruitful comparison with The Epicurean, a dialogue
by Desiderius Erasmus. Erasmus has his interlocutor make the claim that "If we will speak the
truth none are greater Epicureans than those Christians that live a pious life." I see that I
started a thread on this text in December of 2019.
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
