Cicero seems to equate pathē with ταραχή (tarakhē) "disturbance of mind; dis-ease"
which is the opposite of αταραξία (a-taraksia) "lack of disturbance."

Which is not to say that Cicero was wrong as to the general usage of the term, if indeed that is
what the other philosophers besides Epicurus were doing. I gather Cicero was correct about
that, unless there is some reason in other literature to disbelieve him (?)
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
