That also lends perhaps some semantic emphasis to the anti-xenophobic point of Diogenes.

And perhaps also his distinguishing between geography (γης) as determining the borders of
one’s ancestral home (πατρίς) – and the whole world of humanity (κόσμος), which, according to
Wiktionary and Liddell-Scott, κόσμος can also refer to.
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
