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Yes, when we write to someone for humans' fears, desires, feelings etc the style seems to be
more emotional. I do not find it "artful". The style of writing "artfully" was only by Plato. I found
it that is written emotionally and with clarity. Moreover, in all Epicurus letters the words,
the grammar and the syntax are in accordance with the Attic greek language.
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
