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Regarding the statue;

There is a whole 'grammar' in these old statues that can carry meaning that most of us will
miss. The crop of hair and beard, the gesture of the arms, the drape of the cloth, the orientation
of the hands and fingers, etc. A general will have a different hand position than a philosopher,
as an example.

So I don't know anything about this statue, but an expert might be able to infer quite a lot.
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
