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This ties into my thread about Cavalante di Cavalcanti and Farinata Degli Uberti, who were the
Epicurean influences that introduced the ideas to Dante.

Dante had placed Epicurus and his followers in the sixth circle of hell, in the fiery city of Dis.
The reason for this was because the Epicureans "denied the immortality of the soul" and thus
were condemned to live inside burning coffins for eternity. Farinata Degli Uberti is also spotted
alongside Epicurus.
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
