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Behind analyzing Epicurean persons and writings in history on this topic, we could also argue
with the Epicurean's way of thinking and his approach to the universe. In my opinion, an
Epicurean focuses in his daily life primarily on sensations, feelings and the preconceptions. By
to do so, he leaves behind the ideas of the men of the croud. Contrary, referring to the ideas of
the crowd is the daily basis of action for a politician. (Heavily) involving in politics, as you can
see by observing politicians, always means to adapt and to repeat phrases and ideas which are
just related to artificial constructions that have no relations with the basic nature of things.
Finally, involving in politics is able to drive a person far away from (in my opinion) the core
propagation of Epicurean philosophy: Focussing on your natural perception and by this
revealing your true personality, that is common with the easyily aquirable pleasure of nature.
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
