[So if], through paying attention to the
arguments of Aristippus, we take care of the body, [choosing] all the pleasure
derived from drink, food and [sexual acts] and indeed absolutely all the things which
no longer [give enjoyment after the happeningl, but neglect the soul, we shall
deprive ourselves of the greatest pleasures."
