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Actually if I were being really thoughtful about the idea of focusing a program of some type on
Epicurean perspectives on Romantic Love, the format would not be so much an "advice
column," but instead some kind of general commentary / outline of topics / commonly
confronted questions. That way a structured program could be set up around an outline of
common issues or commonly asked questions, such as, for only one example, what we
mentioned in this episode, the question of proper perspectives on "soul-mates."
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
