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I'm not impressed.

I started to read the paper but come across phrases like "necessary pain" and a rather free
translation of the key line in the Menoikeus Letter. The author translates it as "freedom from
pain in the body and from trouble in the mind". The word freedom does not appear. The line
literally reads "neither pain in the body nor trouble in the mind". It may or may not be
significant, but their free interpretation leaves me unimpressed.
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
