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More seriously, I really would like to see what we can develop as to the details on each of these,
as I think it's a really helpful way to triangulate on exactly where Epicurus was coming from and
what flaws he saw in opposing philosophies. I know for example that by now we're pretty used
to seeing Epicurus worked up to oppose Plato, but I think a lot of us are surprised to see the
same kind of opposition (or even worse?) to Aristotle. Same goes with Pyrrho, because many
people consider Epicurus to be similar to Pyrrho in many respects (and in some respects he
probably was). So I think this topic has lots to be gained from pursuing it in addition to helping
us make our language more colorful!
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
