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Ecclesiastes in the Bible is also deeply pessimistic and shows some Epicurean influence (the
Epicureans were a major school in Antioch and in the vicinity of Judea when it was written), but
it can't ultimately be reconciled with E for its claim that all wisdom begins with fear of God.
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
