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A similar instance is DeWitt's "sound mind in a sound body" which I think is more likely to be
accurate and representative, but which might be an embellishment to imply that it was a
formulation that the Epicureans used. It's a pretty obvious concept and the more obvious
something is the less likely I think the Epicureans would have considered it something unique to
them.
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
