Update 06/02/18: The following is the English translation from the 1743 Daniel Browne edition,
and I believe this version gets this right. The correct word is simply "events." This word choice
gives no hint of "fortuity" which as I comment above I believe to be improper. It appears to me
that whoever translated this 1743 edition was sensitive to the issue I see in use of "accidents,"
as that word was considered as a choice but was not chosen for the final term.
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
