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Yes, Cassius and I briefly discussed that one. It only contains the first book, and even when
pared down using the filters is far too cluttered for my liking.

I did find an obscure reference to an interlinear edition in an issue of Publisher's Weekly from
1921:

Quote

"On the Nature of Things , Lucretius , interlinear . Revellers , McBride , Broadway Pub .
Co."

I haven't been able to track it down.
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
