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I do my best not to tie Nietzsche with Epicurus, still it is a very delicate business to use proper
terms, considering their fluid connotations over time. But let me simple down my question, the
problem for me started with video clips like this , you can go directly to 12':10" to see how the
narrator has categorized the desires; naming desire for power or fame unnatural and
unnecessary. While, I was thinking that the derive for any kind of power (as a drive), political (in
formal sense of meaning), or non-political, cannot be unnatural.
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
