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I have more to respond, but it won't be until this evening at least.

For now, I'd just ask, for anyone who wants to think about it: How would you answer this
question? To what does Epicurus's philosophy point? Or What is the point of
Epicurus's philosophy?

To me, that answer would be "the greatest good". I'm seeing the greatest good (is it good as in
pleasing/right or good as in wares/household goods?), the goal, telos, etc as closely related if
not synonymous myself.
