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Have to share my feelings about "The Good Place" clip...on one level it is comedy, and on
another level it illustrates how modern civilization might be "devolving" as evinced by the petty
thoughts of the characters, and the story line. A few years ago with a friend...watched a few of
the very early episodes of "The Good Place" and found it unappealing. Watching this clip
reminds me that I can both laugh at comedy and feel disgusted by the underlying ideas
presented. Perhaps some people find that internal discord entertaining. I would guess that it
was presented here simply as a way to quickly illustrate the "trolley problem".

I haven't listened to the podcast yet...will have more to say after listening. 
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
