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I don't see any indication that any of the extensive introductions and analysis sections are by
anyone but Jowett, and after reading the bio at wikipedia I doubt too many people would have
dared to try to correct or give opinions to him about the texts - and maybe for good reason as
he seems to have been a huge figure.
