Yet still…will society still judge the act as evil?

I have pretty well come to peace with that question myself. What "society" thinks is relevant
only insofar as society has the power to punish offenses against its collective decision-making.
What "society' concludes is often as inverse to the "truth" of a matter (let's say from the
perspective of Epicurus for present discussion) as it is accurate to the truth. Society's opinion is
of relevance to lots of things, but not to there being any absolute truth of the matter.
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
