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Thank you! I think producing a table like that is very helpful for illustrating that all these are
"labels" for which would have to have some way of measuring and identifying them precisely in
order to use them.

Lacking that, they all reduce - to me - to nothing more than "too much" "just right" and "too
little" - isn't that a nursery story of some kind about some bears?
