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I'm becoming more convinced of the significance of the juxtaposition of δογματιεῖν
(dogmatiein) and ἀπορήσειν (aporēsein) after looking at those references. If Diogenes Laertius
was copying from some Epicurean text for those characteristics, it seems there was a definite
contrast being made between those who δογματιεῖν and those who ἀπορήσειν.
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
